	Federsalute proposes itself as the representative of the needs of the suppliers of goods and services that operate as small and medium-sized private firms both in the market of private buyers and in agreements with the public sector (health authorities,  municipalities and public bodies) which regulate the access to the services and meet the costs.  Most of the 13,500 associated firms are made up of healthcare or socio-medical operators, who carry out their profession directly in contact with  people who are ill or disabled, like personal services offered to the frail.

Besides Federsalute proposes itself, with the right sort of dialogue that there ought to be between suppliers and consumers, as a privileged instrument to facilitate the expression of those people needing socio-medical assistance and healthcare, seeking the collaboration with the associations representing these categories, with the maximum independence and reciprocal respect of roles. 

Federsalute has an active role in the drafting of the Charters of Values and Services of the firms supporting the initiative. The correct pursuit of profit must not let the mission of the healthcare and socio-medical operators be forgotten, and that is, to increase the length and quality of the life of the ill and disabled. 

So Federsalute can actively contribute to outreach, networking and dissemination activities within research projects in the field of healthcare but also of ICT technologies for ill and disabled people. In fact, a wide range of users and stakeholders is part of its network, which is also strengthened by the presence of several mutual insurances (funds)  of Confcommercio.
As far as research expertise are concerned, Federsalute has also as consultant: Carlo Hanau, professor of programming of social and healthcare services and political science, thanks to an agreement  with the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia where he’s teaching.
He’ also teaching at Graduate School of Hygiene (Health Management) of the University of Bologna and in School of Community healthcare of  the University of Padua.

In 2004-08 he made research activities in the field of  user-perceived quality of Homecare services  provided by  Medicasa Italia SPA in Italian 12 ASL (Local health Authorities).

For the same Homecare services provider he participated to researches on the methods of  needs detection and quantification of the necessary resources to meet them, led by ARSAN (Regional Health Agency) of Campania Region together with other Regions and  ISS (Superior Health Institute ).
Since 2004 he’s leading a Business  Unit  of a Targeted Research funded by Health Ministry and conducted  by Abruzzo Region,  on epidemiology and services organization for autism, in six Italian Regions.

In 2004-07 he was  appointed as the expert in a working group, mandated  by the Commission of Guarantee for statistical information , to conduct a research on analysis of statistical information on elder care in Italy.
Since March  2006 he’s leading an action research on Lazio Region to measure the results of a behavioral cognitive intervention on more than 100 children, in collaboration with the Universities of Rome-Tor Vergata and La Sapienza.

Federsalute also makes use of Emanuela Pipitone’s expertise. She is a health statistician who also got one year of specialisation course in bio-statistic at ‘Mario Negri Institute – Clinical Research Centre on Rare Diseases’ and a specialisation in Epidemiological and Medical Statistic at the University of Verona, Faculty of Medicine and Public Health.

Since the degree she has been collaborated with the University of Bologna and afterwards for the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia, where at present she is the tutor of the course of  Health Planning. Besides she has been involved for health and health economy projects and as biostatistician for other Institutions. Since 1993 she has been a consultant of the Health Department of the Municipality and since 2007 she is the statistician and epidemiological consultant for the Vertebral Surgery Department of Rizzoli Orthopaedic Institute of Bologna, for a project on rare diseases, funded by ISS. She has also been involved in the development of the statistical and epidemiological area of European or local projects. Actually she is the local coordinator for the Municipality of Bologna of the IST (Information Society Technologies) European project: OLDES (Older people’s E-services at home).
