	Project description 
The aim of the project is to create an informative patient-oriented platform allowing a systematic spread of clinical care information, as well as technical and configurative up-dates, concerning complex patients hospitalized at home and lifesaving biomedical technologies. Hospital operative unit professionals, general medical doctors, technicians and nurses can obtain and contribute to this information in order to promote a home patient management team and a monitoring of devices. The national frame of reference is a territory Local Health Authority where there are about 400 home patients managed by a service of ventilation home therapy, 30 of which are high level of assistance neuromuscular patients that need assisted ventilation or multi specialist examinations. It’s fundamental to guarantee a continuity of patient-based and homecare assistance as well as the level of safe technology, to limit the access of patients with mobility problems to the hospital for specialist advice and ordinary management. In particular, the use of integrated and uniformed information allows for an effective management of risks correlated to home patient hospitalization in order to delineate the best clinical care path with the possibility to programme professional access. It is also important to share information in order to have a complete vision of patient clinical situation and to monitor biomedical device conditions. Finally, a proactive approach to home patient clinical paths will allow to improve the perception of service quality and to prevent possible aggravations to the illness.
