Energy Harvesting to Enable Wireless and Remote Sensing
The Sensors & Instrumentation Knowledge Transfer Network has recently completed a study focused on the state of the art in energy harvesting technologies for remote and wireless sensing. 
The study highlighted that Europe and the UK within it are world leading in the area of energy harvesting technology development and application. There are a core of both commercial organisations and academic groups focussed on the topic and great end-user interest in the potential. 
A major challenge at present is to understand the capabilities of each technique and device in real applications and to understand where best to invest effort and resources in overcoming barriers to adoption.

The main focus of the study is on examining barriers to practical adoption and therefore on a set of key questions or issues that the potential user community have posed. 
The study makes recommendations aimed at improving or achieving the goal of practical implementation of energy harvesting to enable remote and wireless sensing in applications of interest to industry.
